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Project Description
Yarbus (1967) showed that human eye movements are profoundly influenced by the task a person is given when viewing images. Others have argued that Yarbus' work did not generalize to non-Russian subjects. We aim to replicate Yarbus seminal study using undergraduates from the University of California, San Diego to refute this argument.
